Facebook.

Accomplishments are varied including the illustrations of
the book titled "Nature Buffs Story", and was the official artist
for HammerSmith Farm in Newport, Rhode Island. She also
painted murals for Our Lady of Mount Carmel School in
Doylestown, Designer homes and private homes. Sandy has
designed theatre sets, has taught art classes, has held office in
several art associations, has organized and managed art
exhibits and has been the featured artist in several art shows.

In 2008, she was the featured artist in the summer edition
of "Bucks County Town and Country Living" magazine.

She is the chairperson for the monthly exhibits at the
Northampton Library in Richboro. Besides her work being
represented by "The Bucks County Gallery of Fine Art" in New
Hope, "The Hardcastle Gallery" in Delaware and the "Morgan
Gallery of Fine Art" in the Poconos, she participates in area
benefit art shows and many outdoor art shows and has done
so since 1979. (I have seen and experienced many art show
changes throughout those years.)

County Artist “Ben Solowey”

David Leopold is an author and curator who has organized exhibi-
tions for institutions around the country including the Library of
Congress, and the New York Public Library. Internationally, he has
organized shows for museums including the Victoria and Albert
Museum in London, and the Filmmuseum in Berlin. He has been the
archivist of Al Hirschfeld’s work for eighteen years and has written
extensively about twentieth century performance caricature. His most
recent book is Irving Berlin’s Show Business: Broadway Hollywood
America (Harry Abrams, 2005). Leopold is also the Picture Editor of
the award-winning literary magazine, The Lincoln Center Theater
Review. His articles have appeared in various publications including
The New York Times and The International Herald Tribune. He served
as consultant on the PBS series Broadway: The American Musical and
the Oscar nominated documentary, The Line King: The Al Hirschfeld
Story. He is currently writing a public television documentary on
artist/author Kate Carew whose works appeared at the turn of the
twentieth century.

Anything other than properly wired and framed will not be
accepted.
2. Properly labeled with name, address, title and price. Not
for Sale is allowed. No additional labels or signs will be
allowed.
3. Under 36" for hanging work, including frame. Under 200
Ibs. and 6' limit for sculpture.

4. All work exhibited must be original and sole work of
the artist and cannot have been exhibited at any previous
DAL Show .

5.While every care will be taken to ensure the safety of the
submitted works of art, the Doylestown Art League and the
exhibition venues will not be responsible for any loss of or
damage to the artwork.

0. It is the artists responsibility to check the printed program for
accuracy.

7. Prizes will be awarded only if there is a sufficient num-
ber of entries in a category.

8. Membership dues must be paid; dues may be paid the
day of delivery

assistance, studies through community adult education, community
college, art centers, art museums, art schools, private lessons and class-
es with established artists. Moneys may cover total or partial cost of
either course or materials.
A person applying annually for assistance must meet the following
requirements:
1.Be a current member of the Doylestown Art League.
2. Submit a written one-paragraph proposal including how they plan to
use the assistance. Include photos of your art, if available.
3.The proposal shall include the course, instructor, location, time and
dates.
4.Candidates may apply for a grant more than once. It may be possible
to receive subsequent assistance depending on the number of applicants.
5.DAL will provide the assistance directly to the institution for the partic-
ipant. The amount given will be told to the applicant. If a course is can-
celed, moneys will be returned to the Luitweiler Women’s Art Education
Fund
6.At the end of the particular course, a critique of the course given and
value gained by the participant will be submitted to DAL for evaluation
purposes.
7.Participants will sign a contract agreeing to the fund stipulations.
These regulations will exist as long as the Fund remains active. The
Executive Board maintains the right to adjust the above policy. It is the
Luitweiler’s and DALs wish that this art fund reach as many deserving
women as possible for as long as the fund exists.

LEMON RICE

1 box Rice-a-Roni brand fried rice
(Note: Not the one with almonds in it,
unless you really like almonds.)
lemon zest from one lemon (optional)
juice from one lemon
Combine fried rice ingredients according to instructions on the box. When you add the 2 cups water, add the juice of
one lemon; juice the lemon separately and make sure you remove all seeds. You can also add some lemon zest from
the lemon before you squeeze it if you would like a more intense lemony flavor.
SAUTEED SHRIMP

6-8 large shrimp per person, peeled and deveined
3 tbs. Canola oil

3 tbs. melted butter

1 tsp. finely chopped garlic or to taste (optional)
salt and papper to taste

bread crumbs or panko

lemon wedges

Shell. clean, devein, rinse and dry (use a paper towel) the shrimp.

Melt the butter and combine with the Canola oil. Dip the prepared shrimp into the Canola oil/melted butter mixture and
then into bread crumbs On medium heat, cook shrimp two to three minutes on each side. Do not crowd pan...you want
the shrimp to have a crisp coating. Serve immediately with lemon rice, lemon wedges and a dark green salad with a
simple dressing.

For larger servings, increase ingredients proportionately.
